The
reason for this is that tack usual ly has no identifying alphanumeric mark and is therefore untraceable. Even
when recovered by the Police, it is almost impossible to reunite tack with the rightful owner. Furthermore,
the Police require proof of ownership in order to return items to theiro  wners.

NECD generates a unique 5 digit alphanumeric number for each item of tack registered. NECD members are

able to printout a certificatewith t he 1 t e md s NECD recpmraends that the unique ID should be

Tack Stamping Kit

NECDcan supply a Tack Stamping Kit which includes a complete alphanumeric set, mallet an d strip of
leather for p ractice. However, any 6mm (or ¥a inch) leather stamp will suffice.
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STAMPING SADDLES

Preparing for your First Stamping Session

a) Paint one edge of each alphanumeric stamp to indicate the right way up for use this avoids
mistakes such as upside down letters or numbers. YOU ONLY GET ONE CHANCE!

b) Ananvil or similar hard platform (Stone, metal or concrete) with a wide flat surface will provide
the optimal base on which to stamp. This ensures that the force of the mallet transfers into the
leather. Wood or similar soft substances will absorb the mallet force and affect clarity of
alphanumeric marks.
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Stamping the Item of Tack

a) Place the leather to be stamped flat onto the hard surface

b) Insert the mark into the end of the brass handle
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c) Ensurethel eat her is flat on the steel platform before vy
marks 2-3mm from the edge of the saddle flap. Begin stamping as close as possible to the top of
the saddle flap. (Double check the painted edge of the stamp is at the top!)

d) Evenly space the marks next to each other. The square line around the mark provides the guideline
for this.
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e) 4 to 5 firm but light taps on the mallet ensure the mark is deep enough. Use light taps a number of
times rather than one heavybash. Thi s met hod ensures you dondt over
handle and mallet upright. Hitting too hard will cause the stamp to jump, causing a double print.

g) Leave a spaceequivalent to the width of on stamp (10mm) b et we en
the alphanumeric marks.

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Stamping a Bridle and Similar Tack e.g. Harness

NECD recommends bridles are stamped on the headpiece but other areas can also be stamped as well
depending on customer requirements, e.g. hoseband, etc.

a) Usea similar steel anvil or hard platform with a wide flat surface will provide the optimal base on
which to stamp. Steel ensures that the force of the mallet transfers into the leather. Wood or
similar soft su bstances will absorb the mallet force and affect clarity of alphanumeric marks.

b) Line up the individual letters (As seen in the picture below) in order to correctly position the
alphanumeric mark.
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¢) Begin stamping each mark and work your way from left to right.

Remember to check that the painted edge is at the top each time you line up a stamp!  You do not get a
second chance!
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
